In April, Gilroy Foundation awarded $338,000 in grants to 89 community
programs.  Our smallest grant was $300 and our largest was $92,000!

At various senior award ceremonies in May, the Foundation was able to
award $513,000 in scholarships.  Gilroy Foundation is delighted to be able
to offer 29 different scholarships to graduating GUSD high school and
Gavilan students.  Because many of those 29 scholarships offer multiple
awards, we actually had 79 scholarship winners this year!  The monetary
awards range from $250 to $50,000!

At the Gilroy Foundation Annual Meeting and Grants
Presentation in April, the Gilroy Foundation Youth Board
presented a $1,000 grant to One Step Closer
Therapeutic Riding. Youth Board members interviewed
three grant applicants and voted to award their 2019
grant to this outstanding organization that
provides Adaptive horseback riding and equine-assisted-
therapy for individuals with physical and/or emotional
disabilities and U.S. Veterans recovering from trauma.

GILROY  FOUNDAT ION FUND DEVELOPMENT  COMMITTEE  

A Standing Committee of the Gilroy Foundation Board of Directors, the Fund Development
Committee (FDC) is charged with building the endowment of Gilroy Foundation. To that end,
educating and informing the Board of Directors is the first step, making them knowledgeable so
that they may engage and inform our local community about the impact Gilroy Foundation
makes here.

Under the leadership of Emeritus Board Member Ted Becker and with
the assistance of Development Director Vicki Campanella, FDC meets bi-
monthly with members, comprised of five Directors of the Board. Its
annual goal is to open five new funds with a minimum of $10,000 each
and to increase "add-on" funding by at least $100,000.
Yes, these are lofty goals; but due to the intensity-and enthusiasm-of
this committee with the support of the entire Board, goals have been

met annually as the committee brainstorms for new ways to grow the endowment of Gilroy
Foundation and thereby increase grant making.

The June focus will be on our Nonprofit Investment Partner, the Gilroy Garlic Festival, that
has two scholarship funds invested with Gilroy Foundation.
